Financial Obligations
The costs of transportation (home to host nation and return), registration fees, accommodation and
meals, and visa, are paid by the candidates or by their respective NPC or National Federation.
Course Fee: Euro 900 per candidate to be paid to the Japan Para-Volleyball Association.
Course Fee includes: Accommodation, all meals, all local transport, course materials, and
instruction by a World ParaVolley course tutor. A second tutor may be added
if numbers require.
World ParaVolley Registration Fee: A non-refundable registration fee of Euro 160 (including Bank
Administration Fee of Euro 10) per candidate must be paid directly
to World ParaVolley (This is not included in the above Course Fee).

Entry Requirements

Procedure: Registration should be made through the nation’s World ParaVolley member

organization, NPC, or National Volleyball Federation, using the official form.

Participants’ Qualification:  Qualified National Referees of a high national level who have not reached

their 45th birthday on 7™ December 2016. There can be no exceptions to
this age rule.

Language of Instruction: English: Referee Candidates must be able to converse in, and read and write

basic English. This is compulsory.

Quota: - Each nation may normally register not more than three (3) candidates (one more in case of a
female student). Extra candidates can be registered by agreement with the Referee Commission
and World ParaVolley Sport Director.

- The organising member nation can register not more than five (5) candidates.
- This clinic is planned for a maximum of twenty (20) candidates.
